EF A Showjumping Rules Update

During the break at the Competition Day at Robbie Robbins on 13/6/87 a meeting
was held with officials from the EFA to clarify some of the rules relating to
Junior riders and to give those people who had registered horses and purchased
grading cards and rule baoks in error, the opportunity to obtain a refund.
Basically the main rules that were discussed as as follows:

A junior rider (under 17 years of age) may not compete in senior
competitions (official EFA competitions).

- A senior is a rider 17 years and over,

- With written permission from their State Branch, competitors 16 years and
over may compete in senior competitions - effective 1lst January 1988,
Early approval will be considered where rider's birthday falls due after
entries close for a show.

- Competitors may not compete in Senior (official EFA) and Junior

competitions at the same * event. A horse or pony may not Gompéte in both
Senior and Junior competitions at the same * event.

* Event = total period of show, gymkhana etc, i.e. 2 day,,j déy etc, -

- To compete in official EFA events a horse must be over .14.21/4 hands,
